If schools are open but buses are cancelled and you drop 

your child off, please remember that you must pick your
 
child up at the end of the day. If you decide to let your 

child remain home and they normally walk to school, 

please remember to notify the office.

If you would like 
to speak to your child’s teacher, please remember they are 
teaching or supervising all of their students until 3:05 pm, 
and we ask you to wait until all bus students have cleared 
the hall before proceeding to classrooms.  Parents who 
wish to pick up their son/daughter after they have already 
boarded the school bus, must do so through the office.

With colder weather approaching, please ensure you 
children are dressed appropriately for the weather. 
Once again, we remind parents to please label your child’s 
winter clothing with their name as required. This will 
make it easier for our younger students to dress for the 
outdoors and lessen the chance of losing personal 
clothing.
